With that
in mind officers from the Safer Neighbourhood Team
conducted Speed Enforcement Checks this month in Wardlow
and Hathesage, no motorists were observed speeding at either
location. Fixed Penalty Notices have also been issued to
vehicles contravening the White Line System in Grindleford
after patrols found vehicles to be committing offences.
